| recently attended Earth Day Lobby Day 2008 inak. Upon registration |
was emailed information about five bills that, dgsed, will help clean up New York’s
environment. When | arrived at the Capitol | waspsised at the numbers and diversity
of the coalition of local, state, and national greuhat worked together to sponsor the
event. Hundreds turned out to show their suppartaf cleaner environment, including
members of Audubon, New York Public Interest ReseaBroup (NYPIRG), Sierra Club,
ADK, Adirondack Council, League of Conservation ¥, Environmental Advocates of NY, The Nature @ovancy,
National Resources Defense Council (NRDC) , ant&is Environmental Coalition. The morning of thent began
with a review of the bills by representatives fréiwe of the groups.

TheBigger Better Bottle Bill (A8044/S5850)s an extension of the Bottle Bill passed in 1982is bhill has been
a resounding success, achieving an 80% recycleorateeer and soda containers! However, there ¥esvebottled
waters, sports drinks, or teas in 1982, but they mamber in the billions! Less than 20% of thesatainers are
recycled; the rest end up either littering our reags, waters and communities or in landfills or teaacinerators. The
new bill: 1) extends the 5 cent container depasitdncarbonated beverages, 2) requires compantesnfer unclaimed
deposits to the state Environmental Protection F(EEF), and 3) increases the reimbursement to e¢kebler or
redemption center and provides incentives to erdeawycling capabilities.

Beverage manufacturers and distributors keep maia 100 million in unclaimed funds in this statery year!
They oppose the requirement to turn the funds tovéire EPF, but, since the costs of recycling reready been passed
on to the consumer, they get paid twice.

Status: Passed in the Assemblgmains in committee in the Senate.

The Clean Water Protection/Flood Prevention Act (A71333836)restores protections to New York’s wetlands.
Wetlands play a key role in preventing floodingsimrounding communities, filtering water and regivag ground water
supplies, and providing habitat to many specieduding migratory wildfowl and rare, endangeredtloeatened species.

Preserving wetlands makes economic as well as@miental sense, saving millions spent in remediagfforts
from flooding and water contamination that occufsew wetlands are filled in. Agricultural lands active use are
excluded from the act.

Status: Passed in the Assembhgmains in committee in Senate

The Global Warming Pollution Cap (A10303) aims to reduce greenhouse gas emissions in New State
80% by 2050 (recommended by the IntergovernmergaelPon Climate Change, winner of a 2007 Nobel e¢aize).
Section 1, Legislative findings, recognizes the gdma we face!Global warming poses a serious threat to the
economic well-being, public health, natural resoures, and environment of New York. The potential adsrse
impacts of global warming include the exacerbatiorof air quality problems, a reduction in the quality and supply
of water, a rise in sea levels resulting in the didacement of coastal businesses, residents, andrastructure...
damage to the natural environment, and an increase the incidence of infectious diseases, asthma, carother
human health-related problems.”

Statistics show that degrading air quality, incicesof asthma and other “human health-related enohl’ and
environmental degradation are already growing. odohately, under this bill the cuts won’t even ipegntil a modest
2.3% cut in the year 2015.

Status: Passed in the Assembiyet to be introduced in the Senate.

The Electronic Equipment Recycling and Reuse Actequires manufacturers of electronic equipmenh ag
computers, monitors, TVs, printers, DVD players;. db accept these products back for collectiomdhag, and
recycling or reuse, “free of cost and in a manr@venient to consumers.” Electronic waste (e-Waistehe fastest
growing segment of our waste stream. It contaimsesof the most toxic substances known to humaw$yding lead,
mercury and cadmium. Commercial medical equipmami some other commercial uses are exempted. The
manufacturer's e-waste plan must include a systemdéstroying all personal data on collected eqeipprior to
recycling. A similar bill has already passed infN¥¢ork City and nine other states.

Status: Passed in Assembient to Senate Committee April"™£2008.

Both the Governor and Assembly included reformsthite Brownfield Cleanup Program (2003) in their
proposed budgets, but reforms were not includeldrfinal state budget.

A clear spring day and a cast of hundreds set the birding was enjoyed by 17 nparticipants, equally

A highlight for all
and a life bird for many, was the pair of Canvagbac
which cooperated in the early morning light to give

d excellent looks. Also of interest were the foumdita
Swans seen near the Riverview Cemetery in ForeMill
these elegant birds dwarfed the nearby Canada Geese
and all participants were able to get great viefvthis
species not often seen in our area. A Red-bellied
Woodpecker showed its brilliant red head in the miray

light and a Great Blue Heron perched in the top tdll

tree at riverside interested those who have neeen s
this species aloft. We noted that Dark-eyed Jurcmb
Snow Buntings are still in the area, while Songr&pes
have returned and are joyfully singing their mating
songs. Brown-headed Cowbirds were overheard making
' plans to find nest space for this year's eggs, evhil
single Killdeer made its presence known.

In the grasslands Red-tailed Hawks were plentiful;
several Rough-legged Hawks gave good views, and a
single Northern Harrier interacted with the hawks.
Turkey Vultures soared in several spots. The metip
offered an American Kestrel in Schuylerville and a
Cooper’'s Hawk in Queensbury bringing the trip tdtal
45 species. A great morning enjoyed by a greatpyos
birders!

Great Blue Herons on 30 active nests gave a sol
performance at the rookery. Most still appearedbdo
incubating their eggs, but some perched on adjginin
tree limbs or made occasional landings, takeoff&l a
fly-bys. However, it was the surprise appearasfda/o
tiny white downy heads in one nest that stole teme!

A Scarlet Tanager gave the stars a run for thejr
money with a distinctive solo.

Supporting cast was wonderful, with colorful
favorites like the Cardinal, Baltimore Orioles, Bfa
throated Green Warblers, Yellow Warblers, and Great
Crested Flycatchers putting on a fine act. Speagiabts
included a Yellow-bellied Sapsucker, Blue-heade
Vireos and cameo appearances by a Red-shouldered
Hawk and Cooper’s Hawk.

Meadowlarks gave a sneak preview of the grasslangs
show from fields bordering the preserve, where
Bobolinks bobbed in to say hello. The gliding liigf a
male Northern Harrier gave trip participants aneatld
thrill. A quick side trip to Trillium Trail yieldd special
appearances by a Rose-breasted Grosbeak and |an
American Redstart.

Annual Loon Census scheduled
for July 19, 2008

An annual census of loons on lakes in and arouad t]
Adirondack Park is conducted the third Saturday in
July under the direction of the Adirondack Loon
Conservancy. Observations from throughout New
York State are also welcome. The number of adult
loons, chicks, and immature loons observed in a ond
hour period (from 8-9a.m.) is recorded. These data
provide a quick glimpse of the status of the bregdi
loon population in the Park and the summering loon
population in New York. Over time, the Annual Loon]
Census will enable us to understand trends in the
Adirondack loon population. This information wileb
used by the NYS Dept. of Environmental Conservati
to better monitor the New York loon population daad

implement management efforts if indicated.

Complaints about the existing program include
millions of dollars in tax credits going to a hanidbf
developers, and the communities this program wa
meant to help say they are not benefiting.

1974 and continuing for 14 years. The first canéd nesting
pairs were found in New York City in 1983, followad 1985
by confirmation of breeding birds in the AdirondackThere
are several confirmed nestsites in the southermrofdacks
and dozens more statewide—the majority in urbaasaréOne
would not think of man and falcon as cohabitantsyéver,
when falcons choose to nest on bridges and tadllibgs, work
on those structures must be scheduled around tediog
calendar of the falcons. Additionally, Adirondackmbing
routes are sometimes closed for several weekseirstimmer
to allow falcons the time needed to raise their ngp\
successfully. The Glens Falls falcon pair are ¢héy pair
known to nest in a working quarry. They seem uedalzy all
the noise and activity—even the dynamite blastinghéd-the
pair is currently incubating two eggs.
